SIRS Discoverer Deluxe® is an
interactive reference database for
elementary school-aged children
designed to develop research, reading,
writing, language and computer skills.
Each article is selected for its education
content, interest and level of readability.

Britannica Online® School Edition
provides three complete
encyclopedias, including the Britannica
Elementary Encyclopedia, to ensure
consistency with classroom topics and
age-appropriate language.

American National Biography offers
biographies of more than 18,000 men
and women (deceased) whose lives
have shaped the nation.
